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Our Purpose
	“The On-Purpose Person” by Kevin W. McCarthy uses the analogy of the human body. Our God-given purpose is the heart. It is the one thing that God has uniquely created us to do. It is our passion and drives everything else in our lives. We complete this purpose statement, “To the glory of God, I exist to serve by __________ __________.” For example, “To the glory of God, I exist to serve by inspiring freedom.”
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Someday Objective Goal
	This is a long-term goal. It is what we would desire to see happening in 10 – 20 years. Continuing the body analogy, this vision is our eyes. Our heart (purpose) drives what we want to see happening in different areas of our lives and ministry. One purpose. Multiple visions. This is also known as an objective goal. When the time comes, it either is achieved or not. A goal to share about Jesus to 100 people in 3 months is either achieved or not.
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Counting the Cost
	There is a cost to be effective for Jesus. It is not just to us, but to others. Lk 9:57-62 talks about the cost. Lk 14:25-34 also discusses the seriousness of discipleship. This also includes the suffering that will come as followers of Christ (2 Ti 3:12). Remember, persecution is a blessing (Mt 5:10-12). Are we willing to pay the cost for the cause of Jesus?

3 – 5 Year Objective Goals
	We break down the long-term goal into mid-term (3-5 years) and short-term (1 year) objective goals. Short-term goals are then further broken down to quarterly, monthly, and weekly goals. We make sure that each goal is moving us towards the longer-term goals. “The ONE Thing” by Gary Keller and Jay Papassan discusses the importance of focus and the building of momentum. The key question to ask, “What is the ONE Thing I can do such that by doing it everything else be will easier or unnecessary?”
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Process Goals
	Process goals are where the “rubber meets the road”. It is the hands and feet of the body. It is the mission – what we do on a regular, even daily basis, that moves us towards achieving the objective goals. These are things within our control. Process goals to share about Jesus to 100 people in 3 months could be: 1) write my testimony today 2) Memorize story about Jesus by tomorrow 3) spend weekday mornings in the park sharing with two people my testimony and story about Jesus. 4) When I come home review and revise.
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Get to Work
	Once we have our goals, and especially process goals, we need to prioritize getting them done. Make time in your schedule to work on the goals, even on a daily basis. For instance, if the goal is to have the entire neighborhood hear a story about Jesus, you have to schedule time to go meet the neighbors.
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Seek
	KNOWLEDGE – What does God say in the Bible (Lk 10:26)?
UNDERSTANDING – What does it mean in the biblical times (Lk 10:26)? What does it mean to you, in your culture? What does it mean to the people you want to share about Jesus?

WISDOM – The practical application of KNOWLEDGE and UNDERSTANDING. This is the obedience part. We do it because we love Jesus (Lk 10:28).
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Love and Obey Jesus
	In everything we do, we are commanded to love and obey Jesus and to help others to do the same (Matthew, 28:18-20, John 14:15, 2 Timothy 2:2). This is foundational. Is your heart, eyes, hands and feet in alignment with Jesus? Does your MAP help others to move in this same direction?
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Get Help
	1. Find someone who has at least a little more experience, in this area, than you to coach you through this adventure. This can greatly add to your success (2 Tm 2:2).
2. Find others to join this adventure (Mt 18:20, Lk 10:1) - at least 2 or more. Go as a church whom the gates of hell cannot overpower (Mt 16:18).
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Review
	It is important to regularly review what we have learned and implemented. If you only look at a map once and never again, you won’t make it to your destination. This helps us to make sure we have not gone in the wrong direction. We adjust and update our MAP. We adjust our plans to bring them into proper alignment with our purpose.
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
